• Hamptons Park has a resort-like
clubhouse with glass-dome over the
swimming pool for full natural light;
sauna, steam and whirlpool; and an out-
door terrace with gas heaters, fireplace
and barbecue. The clubhouse lounge
has a bar, plasma TV and grand fire-
place.  

• Katsura & Sequoia will have high-
res plasma screens in the lobby dis-
playing personalized art and pho-
tographs similar to Bill Gates’ mansion
in Seattle. Each resident will be allowed
to pick their own favourite artwork,
which will be activated when they use
their key fob at the front entrance. If
you like Picasso, a Picasso image will
pop up on the screen when you let
yourself into the building. Hamptons
Park is the only project in the Lower
Mainland with digital lobby art per-
sonalized for each homeowner.
